WE’VE GOT IT!

A few weeks ago one of the members here received an invitation to a “worship” service at a local church (not the Lord’s Church) in the area.  The flyer was a neon green sheet of paper that contained a picture of six people, standing in and around a church building, and three questions.  Perhaps you received one of these flyers and thus, know about what I am speaking.  If you do not know anything about this flyer, don’t fret, for I shall not only provide you with the questions listed on the flyer, but I shall also give you a Biblical answer to each one.  As you read each question please remember that this flyer was an invitation to “worship” God.

(1) Question 1: “Do you like cool fun music?”  Answer: Why sure I do.  My tastes range from Elvis Presley to Miles Davis.  But, by “cool” and “fun” I am supposing that they mean instrument accompanied singing to God.  This type of “cool, fun,” music, I do not like.  God did not authorize it and therefore, I have no business using it (Col 3:16-17; Eph. 5:19).  In plainer words, I better not like it, because God surely does not!  True, it might be “cool” and “fun” now, but it will not be “fun” in the torments of Hell and it definitely will not be “cool.” 

(2) Question 2: “Want to find a place your kids will enjoy?”  Answer: I don’t have any children, but if I did, I would want them to enjoy worship.  Who wouldn’t?  Nevertheless, I don’t want them to enjoy so-called “contemporary” worship, because their doing so would cause them to lose their souls.  This “contemporary” type of worship will not teach my children about the God of the Bible.  I would not want my children to be like the generation of Israelites that arose, which “knew not the Lord” (Judges 2:10).  I would want them to enjoy reverential, Bible-based worship (John 4:24).  If this is the type of worship meant by the question, then by all means, let them enjoy it.  Yet, I don’t think this is the type of enjoyment of which they speak.

(3) Question 3: “Want to find church without the pressure of Sunday mornings?”  Answer: No, I do not!  There are no “pressures of Sunday mornings” that would cause me to want to replace the authorized acts of worship (to be done with the assembled saints on the first day of the week) with unauthorized acts of worship on an unauthorized day (Acts 20:7). Who am I to change what the Creator of the world has commanded?  Who are they?  What is the purpose for the change?  Are they trying to please men or are they trying to please God (Gal. 1:10)?  I’ll stick with trying to please God!  And I’ll do that by doing what I find in The Book!  

At the end of each question asked on this flyer were the words “We’ve got it!”  Yes, they do have “IT,” and by “IT” I mean a practice that will lead them to eternal sorrow if not repented of (that is, if I am correct in my assumption of what they meant in each question and I believe that I am).  Would to God that men would repent of trying to change God’s Word!   Oh how faithful brethren long for the day when men will turn to the Bible to see what to do in order to worship God effectively.  Then men could truly say, “We’ve Got It!”
